Great Island, in the harbour of Cork, barony 

Barrymore. I t was anciently called Ard­
Neiml.eadll, and is one of the first places 
mentioned in Irish history whose locality can 
be fixed with precision. A battle was fought 
here in 125 between A!:ngus king of Ireland 
and Naidh Naget, a tributary prince. In 
the 12th century the island maintained its 
independence against the English for some 
time after they had acquired possession of 
Cork and the adjacent country. In 1329 itwas 
the property of Lord Philip Hodnett, who re­
sided at Clonmel, where he was besieged by 
the Barrys and Roches, and all his adherents 
put to death. The Barrys having obtained 
possession, it was called Barrymore island . 
In 1666 it was described by the Earl of Orrery 
asvery fertile, and a place of such consequence 
as, were he an enemy about to invade Ireland, 
to be the first he would endeavour to secure. 
Most of the islands and headlands in this 
neighpourhood have since been strongly for­
tified. The island is seven miles long and 

four broad, and most ad vantageously situated. 
To the south is the magnificent harbour of 
Cork; on the west is the deep channel half 
a mile wide which separates it from the 
mainland at Passage; on the north it is 
bounded by the noble estuary of the Lee; and 
on the east by an embouchure of the harbour 
called the Ballinacurra river. The shores are 
generally bold, and the interior has a pleasing 
variety of hill and dale, watered by several 
small streams that flow into the eastern 
channel. It is composed of clay·slate covered 
with a light productive soil, intermingled 
with fragments of the substratum, and 
divided into tillage, pasture and demesnes. 
T wo ferries afford communication between 
the island and the mainland ; the western 
ferry to Passage, the eastern to Midleton. 
There is communication by land from Bel­
velly, where a stone bridge and causeway 
connect it with Foaty Island, whence there 
is another causeway making direct commu­
nication by land with Cork. The beauty of 
its situation and salubrity of its climate have 
induced many families to settle here. This 
island is divided into the eastern and western 
parishes, which together form the Protestant 
and Catholic parishes of Queenstown, diocese 
of Cloyne. The most interesting antiquities 
are the remains of Bel velly castle, built by 
one of the Hodnetts, formerly a potent family, 
and of Templerobin and Clonmel churches; 
within the walls of the latter are interred Tobin 
the author of the" Honeymoon," and other 
dramatic productions, and the Rev. C. 'Wolfe, 
who wrote the ballad on the death of Gen. 
Sir John Moore, " Not a drum was heard."
